	CURRICULUM OVERVIEW

	SCHOOL EXPECTATIONS FOR SUCCESS

	CLASSROOM EXPECTATIONS
	The class starts immediately after the bell rings.

2. Be a courteous, quiet listener by raising your hand to speak or leave your seat. While the teacher teaches, speaks, or gives directions, the students must listen in silence. Failure to follow this procedure will result in consequences that will include parental contact and teacher detention. When the teacher is teaching or giving directions, only one person speaks at a time, unless it is a choral or group answer/presentation or practice.

3. Be courteous, cooperative, and respectful to others.  

4. Be a pro-active student by following all directions the first time given and by maintaining a clean, safe environment in which food, gum, drinks, and grooming are not permitted.

5. CELL PHONES and non-permitted electronics will be confiscated and a referral sent to the Discipline Office. The teacher will write a discipline referral if a student is using a cell phone in class. When your phone is confiscated, your parents/guardians will have to collect it in the Discipline Office.
