P The future endings are the same for regular and irregular verbs. For regular verbs,
simply add the endings to the infinitive. For irregular verbs, add the endings to the
irregular stem.

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Irregular Verbs
The future tense is one of the more regular of Spanish tenses. There are, however, twelve stan-
dard verbs that are irregular. The endings remain the same (&; s; 4; emos; éis; 4n); however,
there are changes in the stem. These twelve verbs are listed below in three groups to make
things a bit easier. Fach is followed by the first person singular (yo) form of that verb in the
future.

Group 1: Infinitive stem remains the same, but the final vowel of its ending is dropped.

caber to fit, have enough room yo cabré
haber auxiliary verb meaning “to have” yo habré
poder to be able to yo podré
querer to want yo querré
saber to know a fact; to know how yo sabré
Group 2: Infinitive stem remains the same, but the final vowel of its ending is dropped and
replaced with the letter d.
poner to put, place ™ yo pondré
salir to leave .. yo saldré
tener to have, hold yo tendré
valer to be worth yo valdré
venir to come yo vendré

Group 3: Entirely different stem is used.

decir to say, tell ' yo diré
hacer to do, make, make out [a check] yo haré
examples:
Podré hacerlo manana. Saldremos a las cuatro.
I will be able to do it tOMOITOW. We will leave at four o’clock.
Tii me dirés. Vendréis a nuestra fiesta.
You will tell me. You will come to our party.

La mesa no cabra en este cuarto. Estos anillos valdrdn mucho.
The table won't fitin this room. These rings will be worth a lot.

Hay in the future: The third person singular of haterin the future, kabrd, is the future form
of hay (there is; there are). Alone (not as an auxiliary), habrd translates into “there will be,” sin-
gular and plural.

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The Conditional Tense

The conditional tense expresses the feeling of future uncertainty,
generally translated into the English “would + verb.” It differs
from the future tense, which expresses future certainty (He will be
here), in that it suggests probability or possibility were some con-
dition met: He would be here (but he’s sick) or He would be here
(if he weren't so busy).

The inherent feature of the conditional tense is that some condi-
tion is not being met, and that if it were met, a certain action
would take place. Sometimes this condition is stated:

He would play pro basketball if he were taller.
Would you call me if I gave you my number?

I would eat in that restaurant, butit’s too expensive.
I would call her, but she was rude at the party.

Note that when using the conditional tense, there will usually be a
“but” or an “if,” or some other reason given to explain why or why
not the action would be completed. At times this reason is implied
or simply understood, as in the following examples:

I would go (if I were you).
Thcy wouldn’t sing this song (because the lyrics are stupid).
They would spend the money (but you hid it).

Sentences that employ the conditional tense followed by a hypo-
thetical if clause (e.g., if I were; if you had, if we saw, etc.) require
the use of the subjunctive following the if clause. As we have not yet
covered the subjunctive, none of the examples or exercises in this
unit will include sentences containing a hypothetical if clause.

Regular Verbs

Most verbs are regular in the conditional tense. In fact, the future
and the conditional tenses share the same irregular verbs. To reg-
ularly form verbs in the conditional tense, the infinitive itself is
the stem, and you then add the appropriate tense ending:

-ia -iamos
-ias -iais
-ia -ian
